If you are the only bidder you own that bull, ahpgice,
if you desire.

EPD Explanation Guide

Calving Ease Direct (CED)-predicts the probability of calves being bo
unassisted out of two year old heifers. A highember is better.

Birth Weight (BW)- a sire’s expected progeny difference (Ib) for matu
dam equivalent birth weight of calf. A lower numliebetter.

Weaning Weight (WW)- a sire’s expected progeny difference (Ib) for 3
-day, mature dam equivalent weaning weight. Measgrowth to wean-
ing, not milk

Yearling Weight (YW)- a sire’s expected progeny difference (Ib) for 3¢
day, mature dam equivalent yearling weight.

Milk— the expected difference (due to milk productiomalon weaning
weight of calves out of a bull's daughters.

Maternal Calving Ease (MCE)- predicts the probability of a bull's daug
ters calving unassisted at two years of age.

Maternal Weaning Weight (MWWT)- expected overall difference (Ib)
weaning weight out of a bull's daughters, indicgtmilking ability and
growth potential.

Marbling (MARB)- predicts the difference in average marbling sodre
bull’s progeny expressed in tenths of a marbliryasc

Ribeye Area (REA)-predicts the difference in ribeye size of a bytiteg-
eny expressed in square inches.

Back Fat Thickness (FAT)-predicts the difference in 12th rib fat thick-
ness of a bull's progeny. Lower numbers indicatmkr carcasses.

Most Probable Producing Ability (MPPA)- measure of a dam’s com-
bined weaning ratios for her lifetime, 100 beingrage for the herd.

Ratios—measure of a trait against the average of a cordeampgroup for
that particular trait. A ratio of 100 would be aage, 95 would be 5%
lower than average, and 105 would be 5% above geera

Like the scoring ggsn, we
incorporated phenotype, pedigree history, and perfo
ance into these suggestions.

Data Box Explanation Guide

Each bull’'s complete individual data is located in
these boxes. This includes actual birth weight,
weaning weight adjusted to 205 days, yearling
weight adjusted to 365 days, average daily gain
scrotal circumference, frame score, percent intrg
muscular fat, ribeye area, and rib fat. Each bull’
ratio for each trait is also listed. For Shorthorn
bulls, a birth ratio over 100 indicates less birth

traits, a ratio over 100 indicates more for a parti
lar trait. For all other breeds a birth ratio oEo

100 indicates more birth weight than average. A
complete definition of these traits is listed ahove

EPD'’s for each bull are located in the box belogirtiphoto. Remember,
EPD’s cannot be compared between breeds, only baged animals.
